If you are for some reason unfamiliar with how to use this arbiter site there is a PowerPoint tutorial presentation available on-line at www.ncsra.org under the Arbiter Assignment Portal.

This tournament will be following the NCSRA Standard Tournament Protocols & Procedures unless otherwise indicated.  This document can be found on Arbiter under forms from your start page or you can access it directly through this link. http://www.ncsoccer.org/State%20Cups/ref_protocols.shtml 

To register for this tournament, go to the Arbiter and from your start page, click on the information link and then from that page click on the misc. fields link.  When that page displays, scroll down until you see the field labeled for the dates on which this tournament is being played and then put the appropriate code from the list below in the field for the selected tournament weekend.  Remember to save the record by clicking on the save button before leaving the page.

Since the tournament fields are reused and renamed, it is possible your record may have a code from a previous tournament in it.  Be sure to delete any old codes from the field when signing up for this tournament.  Only the exact codes listed below, placed in the correct tournament field, will allow you to be assigned to this tournament.

In addition to placing the above codes, proceed to your schedule in the Arbiter and go to the listed entry for this tournament and click accept for the Saturday and the Sunday listing of the event.  Clicking accept on these two listings and entering the tournament codes completes your sign up for the tournament.

If you are presently under 18 and you are requesting housing then you must be accompanied by and room with (or under the supervision of) a parent, guardian, or other adult who is assuming responsibility for you.

Special Requests: If you have any special requests, you need to email them directly to the assignor listed at the beginning of this email, making sure you receive an acknowledgment from him or her.

Housing requests: If you have entered a code indicating you need housing, the H at the end of the code, YOU ARE PRESUMED TO BE REQUESTING HOUSING FOR BOTH FRIDAY & SATURDAY NIGHTS FOR YOURSELF ONLY.  If your housing request is DIFFERENT then you also MUST send an email directly to the assignor letting him or her know which nights you need housing, whether you have any roommate requests or whether you are bringing along any non-referees (for which you will be financially responsible for their share of any room).

Before signing out of the Arbiter after signing up for this tournament, make sure that your arbiter calendar is completely open for the days of the tournament unless you have limited availability.  If you are not completely available you need to enter partial or complete blocks on your calendar for those dates and times you are not available.  Also, if this tournament is running during the regular season please have the courtesy to inform your league assignor(s) that you have signed up for this tournament and will not be available for other game assignments on the weekend of this tournament.
